What role have they played in your story of transformation?
e How does the father’s “forgetting” and forgiveness play into his “lost” son’s transformation?

e What did the “lost” son experience and feel from his father as he returned home?

e What struggles exist for the son who stayed with his family? What sort of transformation is his
father inviting him to experience?

e What sort of transformation might God be inviting you to experience?
